Advisor Scholes: I want you all to know this issue comes up every year, but keep in

mind that this subject doesn’t directly affect the student body so lets be efficient and

get this done this meeting and not use up so much time on something that’s not

relevant to those we serve

President Lindley:

(1) Currently 3.0 required to run and 2.75 to stay eligible

(2) Propose that it slides down by .25 — meaning 2.75 to run and 2.5 to stay eligible
(a) Also considering having a flat requirement of 2.5 to run and stay eligible

(3) Dropping the requirements helps represent more students because CSI’s average
GPA is roughly 2.6

Senator Donahue:

(1) Senate is an elite group

(2) I'realize we lose senators every year, but we still would if we lower the standards

(3) This doesn’t deal with serving students, lets focus on that instead of changing our
requirements every year

Advisor Scholes:

(1) On one side: we should raise the bar because this group should be comprised of
the best and brightest

(2) On the other side: we need to be as good of a representation of those we stand for
as we can be

(3) Our senate is twice as big as the senates from North Idaho College and College of
Western Idaho, which does bring troubles to having enough senators

(4) It has come to my attention that when the scholarship was changed, it might not
have been student body approved which is how it was supposed to be done.
